The opening and processing of absentee ballots
will continue day to day, including weekend days, if necessary, and take place at the Voter
Registrations & Elections Office, 1201 Sawnee Drive, Cumming, GA 30040. Every day, except Election
Day, Tuesday, May 21, the process will begin no earlier than 7:00 a.m. and will end no later than 6:00
p.m., although processing may only occur during a portion of that time depending on staffing levels
and the volume of absentee ballots. On Election Day, processing will begin no earlier than 8:00 a.m.
and will continue until complete. The public may view the process as authorized by law. For additional
information, contact the Forsyth County Voter Registrations & Elections Department at (770) 781-
2118, ext.
