Those interested in applying for the Citizens’ Fire Academy must submit a completed application, a
signed and notarized liability release, and a signed and notarized confidentiality agreement. The
application packet is available on the fire department’'s page on the Forsyth County website at
forsythco.com. Space in the program is limited, and selection is first-come, first-served pending a
successful background check.
