Why We Are Here: The proposed project is needed to improve mobility and to reduce congestion along State Route
(SR) 371 from SR 9 to SR 20 in Forsyth County. The current proposed layouts are being presented to show the
corridor improvements and to gather public comments and feedback.

Project Description: The proposed project consists of the widening of State Route 371 (Post Road) from State
Route 9 (Atlanta Hwy.) to Kelly Mill Road (Pl No. 0006915) and from Kelly Mill Road to State Route 20 (Pl No.
0013965). The project is located west of the City of Cumming in west Forsyth County. The length of the proposed
projects are approximately 3.64 miles (Pl No. 0006915) and 2.38 miles (Pl No. 0013965). The proposed design
includes two lanes in each direction with a 16 to 20-foot raised median. The proposed design speed is 45 mph.
The proposed outside shoulder would be a 12-foot urban shoulder on the west containing curb and gutter and a 5-
foot sidewalk and a 14 to16-foot urban shoulder on the east containing curb and gutter and a 8 to 10-foot enhanced
sidewalk. In addition, operational access at all intersections will be investigated to determine access and intersection

control types.
