March 24, 2020 Presidential Preference Primary  

from the Forsyth County Voter Registrations and Elections Office 
February 24, 2020: Voter Registration Deadline.  February 24 is the last day for Forsyth County 
residents to submit a Voter Registration Application to register to vote and/or change their 
name/address and have it processed for the March 24 election. 

February 24, 2020: Public Demonstration Open House of the new Election Equipment.  The 
Forsyth County Voter Registrations and Elections Office will be hosting an open house from 
9am to 4:00pm for the public to stop by and experience the new election equipment at the 
Elections Office located at 1201 Sawnee Drive, Cumming, 30040. 

Know the three options for voting: 

Absentee Voting By Mail: Vote at your convenience and request an absentee ballot be mailed 
to you.  The Elections Office is currently accepting absentee ballot applications and mailing 
ballots for this election.  A signed request is required; please contact our office for more details. 

Vote in Person during Advance Voting: Advance Voting runs from March 2 through March 20 
at select polling places.  Any Forsyth County registered voter may take advantage of Advance 
Voting in person during the hours and dates listed below, regardless of where they are assigned 
to vote on Election Day.  Take note that only the Elections Office is open for the first two weeks 
of Advance Voting.

 

Vote in Person on Election Day, Tuesday, March 24, 2020: All 20 Forsyth County 
Election Day polling places will be open for voting from 7am to 7pm.  On Election Day, 
voters must go to their designated polling place to vote.  Forsyth County recently added 
5 new Election Day polling places. The designated Election Day polling place has 
changed for approximately 50,000 registered voters in Forsyth County.  We encourage 
all voters to take a few moments to review their voter registration information and to 
review their designated Election Day polling place before going to vote.
